How Syllable Blocks Work
Korean letters are grouped into syllable blocks, not written in a line like English. Every syllable block has 2-4 letters following one of these patterns:
CV (consonant + vowel): 가 = ㄱ + ㅏ = "ga"
CVC (consonant + vowel + consonant): 한 = ㅎ + ㅏ + ㄴ = "han"
CVCC (consonant + vowel + 2 consonants): 삶 = ㅅ + ㅏ + ㄹ + ㅁ = "salm"
